e Computer Center

The center maintains the most updated infrastructure for information and computing.
The center’s purpose is providing high-quality educational and administrative services
as well as advanced educational content. The center supports all computer-related
services, including: maintenance and management of server computers, computer
hardware maintenance, and comprehensive information management and support.

e Career Help Center

The center provides students with a variety of helpful information on wise career
choices and successful career development as well as exploring job opportunities.
The center also runs diverse programs that fit each student’s major and year of study,
helping them design their future career and life visions.

e Student Startup Assistance Service

The center develops and runs systematic and comprehensive programs to assist
students’ entrepreneurial interests. The center helps find founders of new businesses,
helps students launch their businesses, provides related educational support, and
helps students prepare for successful business maintenance.

® Geumgang University Press

The department contributes to the development of students” educations and the
promotion of GGU's educational environment. For this purpose, the department
publishes not only teaching materials, but also academic and research texts that
come from affiliated institutions and affiliated research institutes.

® Dormitories

The modern dormitory buildings provide all students with well-furnished rooms to
be shared with international students. The dormitories’ primary purpose is indoor
immersion programs focusing on personal and career development, and advice
regarding occupations and fitness. Each room is furnished with a cooling and heating
system, a shower and bathroom. The facilities also include three laundry rooms, three
PC rooms, one school store, two Karaoke room, one billiards room, one cafeteria, and
three lounges, including two foreign-language-speaking ones, etc.

e Center for Teaching and Learning

The center provides various programs such as the LMS for question-based education,
teaching methodology using multimedia materials, and other programs to promote
students’ learning. The center helps the faculty with creating online courses that offer
students various forms of learning opportunities. The increasing number of online
courses will also be shared with other colleges and universities in Korea.

® Geumgang Newspaper and Geumgang Broadcasting System
To promote a sound environment for college education, the center runs a
broadcasting system (Geurngang Broadcasting System, GBS) and publishes a school
gazette (Geumgang Web magazine). The center supports the following: publishing
of the school gazette, academic and cultural events, broadcasting for students’
cultivation and enrichment, broadcasting on-and-off-campus news, official school
announcements, and production of promotional school videos.

® Infirmary

The department provides the faculty, students, and staff with health services such as
first-aid treatment, prevention of diseases and accidents, and health consultations.
The clinic conducts a physical checkup for the first-year students, vaccinations, and
consultation for minor diseases. The clinic also offers free medication and supplies
first-aid kits for on-campus events.

e Student Counseling Center

The center offers students various consultations that help them lead a successful
college life while maximizing their potential. Through individual and group meetings,
as well as psychological testing, the center assesses how well students adjust to
college life. The assessment includes checking if they have problems with schoolwork
or personal relations. If students have problems, the center offers appropriate
consultations to help them settle the problems.
