APPLICATION GUIDELINE
(JAPANESE STUDIES STUDENTS)

FOR 2012
1.   The requirements:

(1) Applicant: a newcomer student from abroad for the purpose of studying Japanese language,  
          Japanese affair and Japanese culture

(2) Nationality: Applicants must have the nationality of a country that has diplomatic relations with Japan. An applicant who has Japanese nationality at the time of application is not eligible.
(3)Age: Applicants must be born between April 2, 1982 and April 1, 1994.
(4)Academic background: Applicants must be undergraduates at foreign (non-Japanese) universities majoring in fields related to the Japanese language or Japanese culture at the time of arriving in and leaving Japan.
(5)Japanese Language Ability: Applicants must have Japanese language ability sufficient for receiving education at a Japanese university in Japanese. 
Health: Applicants must be free from any mental or physical disabilities that would be an impediment to the pursuit of university study.
(6) Arrival in Japan: On the date designated by Kochi University
                     From the end of September to the first of October next year
(7) Visa acquisition: Applicants are required to acquire a “College Student” (ryugaku) visa when they come to Japan.
(8) Those not eligible:

1) Those who qualify as military personnel or military civilian employees. 

2) Those who can not arrive in Japan during the period designated by Kochi University.

3) Recipients of scholarships from other institutions (including government institutions in their own countries) will not be selected as a recipient of Japanese Government (MEXT) Scholarships.
4) As of October 1, 2012, applicants who have been awarded a Japanese Government Scholarship in the past will not be selected as a recipient until at least three years have passed since the first of the month following the month of their final receipt of the previous scholarship.

5) Those who apply for Scholarship for Short-Term Study in Japan by JASSO, the Embassy Scholarship and the other university
(Those majoring in fields of study other than Japanese language and Japanese culture (such as Engineering, Economics, Agricultural Science, Architecture, Art, etc.) and who wish to pursue complementary studies in Japanese language and culture should apply for another scholarship, such as the Japan Student Services Organization (JASSO) Student Exchange Support Program (Scholarship for Short-term Study in Japan).
6) Those who have not studied at a university for more than one year, as of April 2011, will not be eligible in principle.
2.   Scholarship Benefits:

(1) Amount of scholarship benefits in 2011: 123,000 yen per month
The amount of the scholarship disbursement per month has yet to be determined. However, the figures for the 2011 academic year have been included here for reference. (The monetary amount each year may be subject to change because of budgetary reasons.)  
(2) Our university should bear all tuition fees.

(3) Traveling expenses:

Monbukagakusho shall bear, as traveling expenses, the economy class fare from/to the international airport nearest your home address to/from New Tokyo International (Narita) Airport or Osaka International Airport depending on the cost.

(4) Term of Scholarship: The term is the period necessary to complete the accepting university’s study course, which should be within approximately one year from October 2012 (the starting month for the study course).  (Extension of the term is not allowed.)
3.   Application

Firstly, please send the application form by e-mail and send by EMS to the Office of International Relations (2-5-1, Akebono-cho, Kochi-city, Kochi 780-8520 JAPAN) by February 24 (Fri.), 2012. Documents not properly made out are not acceptable.

1) APPLICATION FOR JAPANESE GOVERNMENT (MONBUKAGAKUSHO: MEXT) SCHOLARSHIP (Japanese Studies Students for 2012) * Printed on both sides 
2) Two Photographs (size 4.5×3.5 cm, upper half of body, full-faced, hatless) taken within the past 6 months (pasted on the Application form　and Annex form.) Please fill out your nationality and name on the back the photos.
3) Certificate of university enrollment
4) Certified academic transcript from the university the applicant is currently attending (Please mark subjects related to Japanese language and Japanese culture.)
5) A letter of Recommendation from your university to the President of Kochi University 

6) A letter of applicant birth certificate   (English or Japanese translation is required)

7) Copy of your passport (to check your name order)

8) If the applicant has qualifications concerning Japanese-language ability, 
a copy of documented proof of such qualifications.

9) List of the applicant (Annex form)

Notes:

1. All documents should be in original form (A4) in English or Japanese, and a typescript.

2. The documents cannot be returned.
3. If you cannot guarantee a time period or there are problems with your documents, you cannot apply.
4. Please inform us of your Fax, Tel and E-mail address for emergency cases.
5. Each University needs to check an applicant’s health condition.

4.   Remarks:

 A grantee will be deprived of scholarship in case of the following:

a) A false document

b) Violation of a pledge

c) Violation of school regulations, and no promise of academic achievement

d) When you drop out of school or change to another graduate school

e) When your state of the visa (Student) is changed to another state

f) When a grantee gets married with a Monbukagakusho scholarship student

g) When a grantee has a temporary absence from school, long absence or during field work in another country

h) If you are applying for other scholarships, you cannot apply for this scholarship. When we find the above- mentioned thing, all of the applicants in your university will not be able to apply for this scholarship for next year.
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
