APPLICATION GUIDELINE
(JAPANESE STUDIES STUDENTS)

FOR 2015
1.   Applicant’s qualification and requirements:

(1) Eligibility: a newcomer student from abroad for the purpose of studying Japanese language,  
          affair and culture

(2) Nationality: Applicants must have the nationality of a country that has diplomatic relations with Japan. Applicant who have Japanese nationality at the time of application are not eligible.
(3)Age: Applicants must be born between April 2, 1985and April 1, 1997
(4)Academic background: Applicants must be undergraduates at foreign (non-Japanese) universities majoring in fields related to the Japanese language or culture at the time of arriving in and leaving Japan.
(5)Japanese Language Ability: Applicants must have Japanese language ability sufficient for receiving education in Japanese at a university in Japan. 
(6) Health condition: Applicants must be free from any mental or physical disabilities that would be an impediment for the pursuit of university study.
(7) Arrival in Japan: During the period designated by Kochi University
                     Before and after one week of the end of September or the beginning October
(8)Visa acquisition: Applicants are required to acquire a “College Student” (ryugaku) visa when 
they come to Japan.
(9)Other: As soon as the period of scholarship ends, applicants must return to their countries and 

    start studying at the university.

(10)Those who are not eligible:

1 Those who qualify as military personnel or military civilian employees. 

2 Those who received scholarship from the Japanese Government (MEXT).
3 Those who study at Japanese universities with a College Student visa already, excluding students who go back to their countries before the start of the 2015 program.

4 Those who receive scholarships from the home country or institutions other than the Japanese Government.
5 Those who apply for any scholarship of the Embassy, JASSO or other university
6 Those who have not studied Japanese language at a university more than one year, as of April 2015.(If the applicant has studied Japanese language more than one year at plural universities, he/she  must  submit documents to certify the period study)

7 Those who cannot certify to give up the Japanese Nationality out of dual nationality until the day of coming to Japan.
2.   Term of scholarship::

The term is within one year from October 2015 or the starting month. (Extension is not allowed.)

3.   Scholarship Benefits

(1)Amount of scholarship benefits: 117,000 yen per month
(2)Traveling expenses:

Monbukagakusho (MEXT) shall bear, as traveling expenses, the economy class air fare from/to the nearest international airport from your house and to/from Narita International Airport or Kansai International Airport depending on the cost. The student needs to pay the domestic travel expenses in both countries, airport tax, and airport fee.
1） An insurance should be bought by the student.

2） If you study in Japan even after the period ends, the student cannot receive the expense for return .
3） The university bears the application fee, entrance fee, and tuition.

Send the application form and the other necessary documents by E-mail first and send originals by EMS later to the International Exchange Division (2-5-1, Akebono-cho, Kochi-city, Kochi 780-8520 JAPAN) Friday, March 6, 2015. Documents with deficiencies are not acceptable.
1) APPLICATION FORM FOR JAPANESE GOVERNMENT (MONBUKAGAKUSHO: MEXT) SCHOLARSHIP (Japanese Studies Students for 2015) * Printed on both sides 
2) Two Photographs (size 4.5×3.5 cm, upper half of body, full-faced, hatless) taken within the past 6 months. Write down your nationality and name on the back of one of them and paste it to the application form. Submit the other as a spare.
3) Certificate of university enrollment
4) Certified academic transcript from the university. From the first year’s transcript to the present’s.
5) A letter of Recommendation from the university to the President of Kochi University.
6) Copy of your passport (to check your name order)

7) Documents to certify that the student has studied Japanese language more than one year. 
8) List of the applicants (Annex form)

Notes:

1) All documents should be originals except copies, A4 sized and typed in English. If the language is the one other than English, Japanese translation must be attached.

2) The documents cannot be returned.
3) If you miss the deadline or there are problems with your documents, your application cannot be accepted.
4) The University needs to check an applicant’s health condition.
5) Applicants who have passed the N1 of JLPT, Japanese-Language Proficiency Test or the result of EJU, Examination for Japanese University Admission for International Students, must be higher than the average of it.
6) Please keep in mind that the applicant might not be accepted as a scholarship student even if the applicant is nominated.
4.   Remarks:

 A grantee will be deprived of scholarship in case of the followings:

1 A false document

2 Violation of a pledge

3 When you are expelled from university
4 When it is ensured that it is impossible to complete your study because of low grades.

5 When your status of the visa (Student) is changed to another one.

6 When you receive scholarship from other institutions.
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
