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History of Indian Buddhism
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Having originated in the Indian civilization, Buddhism spread to the Chinese civilization. Whereas Buddhism in
Southeast Asia was influenced by the early form of Indian Buddhism, Tibetan Buddhism was directly impacted
by Indian Mahayana Buddhism. By contrast, Buddhism in Korea and Japan was based on Chinese Buddhism.
In order to understand the diverse transformations of Buddhism in accordance with time and place, this
course deals with the history of Buddhism within the Indian context as well as from the perspective of
socio-cultural history of India.

BA11053 =W ZHOl o3| | Understanding Buddbhist Texts
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Buddhism has diverse scriptures. Zhiyi, the Tiantai master, classified Shaykamuni’s lifetime sermons into the
five periods of Huayan, Agama, Vaipulya, Prajia, and Lotus-Nirvana. All the scriptures can be associated with
these five periods. This course touches upon the basic ideas of these scriptures, thereby providing
foundations for further studies thereof.

BA11054 | SH2ZH 7|1 | Readlings in Chinese Buddhist Texts 1
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When Buddhism came from India and Central Asia and took root in East Asia, its thought developed on the
basis of the scriptures translated into classical Chinese. Reading comprehension of these Buddhist texts is
necessary for the precise understanding of Buddhist thought. Having acquired the basic knowledge of the
Chinese characters and grammar, the students in this course will read and comprehend diverse Chinese
Buddhist texts that deliver interesting parables and praise lay Buddhists.

BA11055 [ X7|EmO| AtM | Early Buddhist Thought
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This course deals with the doctrines formulated in the period of Early Buddhism which spans from the period
of the Buddha's lifetime to the early divisions of Buddhist schools. Those doctrines include the principles of
dependent origination, the middle way, the three or four dharma seals, the four truths, the eightfold path,
etc, which constituted the foundations for diverse developments in the later periods.

BA11002 [ XFAMAIEZE | Sanskrit Grammar 1
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Sanskrit is a standardized language of ancient India, transmitted to and studied in these days. Therefore, it is
necessary to learning this language in order to understand both Indian thought and Buddhist texts. Moreover,
we can confirm the original form of Chinese renderings of Buddhist concepts, thereby establishing the exact
meaning of those concepts. In this beginners’ course, students will learn the scripts and basic grammar of the
Sanskrit language.

BA11046 | Em S| 7|1X | Foundations of Buddhist Philosophy
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We need to gain basic knowledge in the period called sectarian Buddhism or Abhidharma in order to
understand Buddhism from the philosophical perspective. This period is characterized by rigorous
categorization of the Buddha's teachings and detailed analysis of self and world into some elements, resulting
in their reification. This course will focus on the theories and doctrinal system of the Sarvastivada, the most
representative of the Buddhist sects in this period.

BA11060 | X Em2| A} | History of Chinese Buddhism
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Although Buddhism originated in India, it came to be recognized as one of the world religions. Such a
growth of the religion was indebted to the contribution of East Asian Buddhism, especially Chinese Buddhism,
to bridging the different civilizations while renovating its original form. Studying the history of Chinese
Buddhism thus provides useful guidelines for examining the transformations occurring when different cultures
met together. This course also explores the process of Buddhism’s sinification and China's Buddhification,
thereby revealing the theoretical and religious renovations of Chinese Buddhism, which were unseen in the
history of Indian Buddhism.

BA11061 | sHEZH 2712 | Readlings in Chinese Buddhist Texts 2
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This course begins with understanding the grammatical characteristics of classical Chinese, a language used as
a medium for transmitting Buddhist thought in East Asia. The students then cultivate the reading skills by
translating diverse Buddhist texts that include Buddhist scriptures, commentaries and treatises, thereby gaining
a precise and broader perspective into Buddhist thought.

BA11007 [ ESAMAJEE Sanskrit Grammar 2
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In this course, the students are expected to complete the basic grammar of Sanskrit, which has been
introduced in Sanskrit Grammar 1. They are then led to practice reading the Buddhist texts written in
Sanskrit.

BA11062 | HEjmst | Introduction to Cheontae Scholasticism
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Cheontae scholasticism is based on the fourfold division of the Buddhist scriptures and the fivefold division
of the Buddha's teaching career, introduced by the Chinese Tiantai master Zhiyi. He understands the entire
Buddhist texts on the basis of the fourfold division of the Tripitaka teaching, the comprehensive teaching, the
distinct teaching, and the perfect teaching. In this course, the students will gain an overall understanding of
Cheontae scholasticism by systematically examining the Cheontae sagyoui, a compendium of the doctrines
composed by Jegwan of the Goryeo period.

BA11024 [ BHOFZEHARY | Prajria-Madhyamaka Thought

Prajia-Madhyamaka thought, known as one of the foundations of Mahayana Buddhism, aim at criticizing the
assumed reality of the objects expressed in language and logic. Nevertheless, the ideas of emptiness
(éunyata) tends to be understood in an arbitrary and abstract manner due to the obscurity of its
terminology. This course aims at understanding Prajia-Madhyamaka thought on the basis of Nagarjuna's
Malamadhyamakakarika and also at grasping its correct implications by referring to the history of Indian
Buddhism and its textual context.
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BA11014 | ZZE[HEQ] | Classical Tibetan Grammar 1
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Ever since its introduction of Indian Buddhism in the seventh century, Tibet was able to succeed the Indian
Buddhist tradition through the efforts of great Indian masters exiled from their homeland after the decline of
Indian Buddhism. With many Buddhist Sanskrit texts preserved only in Tibetan translations, Tibet also keeps
its own commentarial tradition, thereby offering a distinct field for Buddhist studies. This course focuses on
the basic grammar and vocabulary of the Tibetan language.

BA11048 EEErE KR | History of Korean Buddhism
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This course examines Korean Buddhism from the historical perspective and explores how Buddhism has
engaged with our life. Basically, this course illuminates important historical figures of Korean Buddhism in
terms of periods, events, and ideas. It also touches upon less-known figures if they are considered important
in the historical development of Korean Buddhism. It will further deal with the aspects of Korean Buddhism in
the Joseon and modern periods, which have been relatively less studied.

BA11063 | HEiS+% AUE | Introduction to the Practice of Cheontae Buddhism
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The Tiantai xiao zhiguan is an introductory text for the Tiantai/Cheontae practice. It explicates the
practitioners’ proper attitude toward their body and mind, and clarifies the way of realizing the truth through
stopping and contemplating (zhiguan). In this course, the students will gain an overall insight into the Tiantai
practice on the basis of the Tiantai xiao zhiguan.

BA11057 ErEEEE | Buddhist Logic and Epistemology
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The field of Buddhist logic and epistemology deals with ontology, epistemology, philosophy of language,
theories of liberation in Buddhism. Originated in the fourth to fifth century and placed in the central place in
the Indian Buddhist tradition, these topics have been intensively studied until the twelfth to thirteenth
century. This course is devoted to examining Buddhism from the logical and analytical perspective as well as
from the religious perspective.

BA11065 | Em0|C[0]1 | Buddhism and Mediia 1
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Buddhism is a cultural phenomenon that has taken root in multiple cultures for a long time and evolved in
accordance with the passage of time, thus being a treasure-house for the knowledge society of the
twenty-first century. Such an immeasurable potential of Buddhist cultures, combined with diverse information
media emerging with the renovative development of digital technology, will provide an opportunity for
rediscovering and popularizing the Buddhist values. In this course, the students will learn about diverse media
and contents concerned with emboding, circulating, and consuming the Buddhist values in a new environment
of the visual age.

BB11006 | Eme} 113t | Buddhism and Science
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Doctrines of Buddhism includes some elements that are extremely similar to the cosmology and view of
matter revealed by modern science. This course will compare and analyze major Buddhist insights such as the
doctrines of dependent origination and emptiness and some accomplishments of modern scientific
investigations, thereby proving that science and Buddhism are not diametrically opposed, but can be perfectly
harmonized.

BB11007 ErREE] | Buddhist Psychology
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Buddhism is called a religion of mind and thus includes many psychological theories. This course examines
the features of Buddhist psychology by focusing on the traditions of Early Buddhism, Abhidharma, and
Yogacara. It will then compare those features with the psychoanalytic theories of Freud, Lacan, etc, thereby
providing a scholarly foundation for the modern application of Buddhist psychology.

BA11074 [ Ex O | Buddhism in English1
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This course aims at deepening and enhancing the understanding of Buddhism through diverse materials
written in English. The students will read well-known introductory books or interesting cartoons on Buddhism
and discuss how the Buddhist terms are expressed in English. In-class activities also include examining general
English renderings of important Buddhist terms and the way Buddhist doctrines are explained in those
materials. Besides, the students will practice other English language skills necessary for their further study,
which include the romanization of Korean words and the preparation for bibliographies.

BA10006 | MEHHZIALY | Ideas of the Tiantai-Lotus Tradlition
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In this course, the students will go over the philosophical characteristics of the Lotus Sutra, one the most
influential Mahayana scriptures in the East Asian Buddhist cultural sphere. The students will then understand
the theories and systems of practice of Chinese Tiantai thought, which was established on the basis of the
Lotus Sutra.

BA11015 [ SAIARA | Yogacara Thought
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In this course, the students will ponder over the Yogacara thesis that human experience of subjectivity and
objectivity is only an operation of mind. In particular, they are required to distinguish between Yogacara
thought in its early phase, which is focused on practice, and Yogacara thought in its middle phase, which is
devoted to constructing the logically coherent system of epistemology. As for Yogacara thought in its later
phase, the students will learn major controversies and currents of the history of thought that are concerned
with alayavijiana.

BA11040 | EWQHFAE | Readlings in Buddbhist Literature
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Buddhist thought is composed of many technical terms and concepts, of which precise knowledge is required
for an easy and clear understanding of Buddhist philosophy. The most efficient way of acquiring such
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knowledge is to learn the original meanings of those terms, concepts, and topics, as represented in the
Sanskrit original texts, and to compare them with their Chinese and Tibetan renderings. In this course, the
students will examine some of the most common Buddhist concepts, as used in the Sanskrit original texts,
and their theoretical developments in a sequential order.

BA11020 | S2EIHE0] | Classical Tibetan Grammar 2
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A sequel to Classical Tibetan Grammar 1, this course will deal with advanced grammar such as verbal
morphology. Based on the overall understanding of the grammar, the students will read the Tibetan
translations of Sanskrit Buddhist scriptures as well as other texts composed by Tibetan authors, thereby
developing the translation skills of the classical Tibetan language.

BA11066 | LHiEEm MO|Lt | Seminar in Mahayana Buddhism
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In this course, the students will examine diverse theories on the origins of Indian Mahayana Buddhism as
presented by modern Buddhist scholars. They will also learn how Mahayana Buddhist thought evolved into
Madhaymaka, Yogacara, tathagatagarbha, etc, and what the major philosophical issues were.

BA11067 | ‘HstZ ol ofsf | Understanding of the Lotus Sutra
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The Lotus Sutra is one of the fundamental scriptures of Mahayana Buddhism. This scripture is significant in
that it synthetically harmonizes many ideas of early Buddhism and Mahayana Buddhism. The Lotus Sutra is
thus related to the seminal scriptures such as Avatamsaka, Agama, and Prajiiaparamita, and also to Pure Land
thought. It also includes many soteriologically important aspects of Buddhism such as bodhisattva acts,
recollection of the Buddhas, and Avalokitesvara cults. This course aims at introducing both Chinese and
Sanskrit versions of the Lotus Sutra, thereby expanding the horizon of understanding the scripture.

BA11068 | SHRHEfALY | Ideas of Korean Cheontae Buddism
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Ever since its introduction in Korea during the Three Kingdoms period, Tiantai thought of the Chinese master
Zhiyi has been succeeded throughout the ages. In particular, National Master Eucheon establishes the
Cheontae Order in the Goryeo period and Sangwol Wongak Daejosa renewed it by establishing the Daehan
Bulgyo Cheontae Order. This course provides an overview of the history of Cheontae thought which was
transmitted from China and developed in Korea.

BA11069 | Em0O|C|0f2 | Buddhism and Media 2
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A sequel to Buddhism and Media 1, this course is concerned more with practical application than with
theoretical understanding. In order to acquiring the needed practical skills, the students will analyze exemplary
media contents and learn how to produce new contents using diverse media. They will also be provided with
an opportunity to produce their own media contents.

BB11009 | EwZ Y3t | Buddhism and Business Administration
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Modern theories of business administration, which aim at maximizing economic interests, have some negative
side effects of driving humans to endless competition. In this course, the students will find out how the
Buddhist insights, which pursue a bliss in balancing the body and mind, can be re-interpreted in terms of
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business administration. This course thus examines how a Buddhist model of business administration, which is
more human-oriented, can be established.

BB11002 | EmMEH3E | Buddhist Ecology
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This course first aims at establishing a basic understanding of the field of ecology which studies the relation
between living beings and environment. It will then reexamine the ecological problems from the Buddhist
perspective. Through this process, the students will learn that Buddhist doctrines can offer a solution to many
ecological problems the modern society faces.

BA11008 [ Eu 2|3 | Buddhist Ethics
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Buddhist ethics refers to a scholarly field that interprets every issue, which requires ethical judgements, from
the Buddhist perspective. Buddhist ethics deals with all the ethical issues, occurring at domestic, economic,
societal, and communal levels, by referring to all the texts available from the Tripitaka. In this course, the
students will learn the Buddhist criteria of ethical judgements by classifying ethical judgements into some
categories, and will ponder over the significance of Buddhist ethics.

BA11075 | 21 g0f2 | Buddhism in English2
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This course aims at deepening and enhancing the understanding of Buddhism through diverse materials
written in English. The students will read well-known introductory books or interesting cartoons on Buddhism
and discuss how the Buddhist terms are expressed in English. In-class activities also include examining general
English renderings of important Buddhist terms and the way Buddhist doctrines are explained in those
materials. Besides, the students will practice other English language skills necessary for their further study,
which include the romanization of Korean words and the preparation for bibliographies.

BA11026 [ SFArA | Huayan Thought

Huayan thought refers to the ideas represented first in the extensive Avatamsaka-sttra, later in its
commentaries written for the purpose of systematic and comprehensive understanding of that scripture. It
also includes the ideas explicated in the compendia written by some Huayan masters concerning the reality
of the Buddhas and sentient beings, the content of enlightenment, the path and stages of Buddhist practice,
etc. This course provides a brief overview of the Avatamsaka-sttra, the fundamental text of Huayan thought,
and the abovementioned commentaries and compendia, thereby revealing the process of its philosophical
development.

BA11070 | 871539 o| 23 MA| | Theory and Practice of Yoga
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Of many ways of Buddhist practice, meditation has been considered its core. At the center of Buddhist
meditation is placed the yoga practice. In this course, the students will gain some theoretical understanding
of the yoga practice of the Buddhist tradition, represented by the Yogacara school, as well as that of the
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classical Indian tradition. The students will also practice the yoga, thereby experiencing the meditative
concentration that is focused on the mind.

BA11059 | Eume} O|& | Buddhism and Art
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Buddhist art includes the fine arts such as scroll paintings, portraits of the Buddhas, mural paintings, and
Buddha images. It also covers music, rituals, and performances. This course aims at understanding these
objects of Buddhist art from the perspective of philosophy of art in the classical and modern periods, thereby
examining the status of Buddhist art and its religious and philosophical significance.

BA11072 | 2uH% MojLt | Seminar in Buddhist Philosophy
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The aim of Buddhism lies not only in theoretical investigations but also in living it out in the actual life. This
course thus aims at exploring the way Buddhism can be represented in the lives of contemporary human
beings by going over diverse Buddhist traditions, such as early Buddhism, Abhidharma, Mahayana, and
Chinese Buddhism, and also by looking at its artistic and cultural representations.

BA11073 | Eu%} HRWHE | Methodologies in Buddhist Studies
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This course is recommended for the students who intend to conduct an in-depth research of Buddhist
studies at graduate schools or other institutes. The students will learn the basic reading skills of the original
Buddhist texts and practice analyzing and gathering primary and secondary materials for the research, thereby
being equiped with a broad perspective into the current state of scholarly issues. They will also practice
writing diverse texts including theses and research papers.

BB11023 [ Mi} Ct= | Seon and Tea Culture
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"Seon” is the Korean transcription of the Sanskrit word dhyana. Buddhism aims at eliminating sufferings and
attaining bliss. In particular, it affirms that we can reach the "other shore” of blissfulness from “this shore” of
birth and death. In this course, the students will learn that they can practice Seon by preparing and drinking
tea, a cultural manifestation of Buddhism.

BA11050 [ E[HIEEW | Tibetan Buddhism
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Tibet accepted Buddhism from India after the seventh century, and Tibetan Buddhism reflects major currents
appearing in the history of later Indian Buddhist thought. Tibetan Buddhism has thus made significant
contributions to the development of Buddhist logic and also to that of Madhyamaka thought based on the
reasoning of reductio ad absurdum, either of which has not been introduced in the East Asian Buddhist
tradition. Tibetan Buddhism also shows its own interpretation of Buddhism and philosophical vision. In this
respect, a study of Tibetan Buddhism is necessary for a balanced understanding of Mahayana Buddhism.

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This course prepares student’s English skills for the 9th and 7th level public officials examinations. It focuses
on solving existing problems in each area (grammar, vocabulary, expression, daily English, reading
comprehension, and sentence completion) to wunderstand the tendency of questions and cultivate
problem-solving skills.
