None but applicants must have a good knowledge of Japanese 

language, including hiragana, katakana, basic words, kanji, and 

expressions. Applicants are recommended to have Japanese language 

proficiency of JLPT N5 or above.  

 

For students willing to attend Japanese-taught Undergraduate courses 

a) Japanese Language Proficiency Test (JLPT) N1 and placed in Level 6 

b) Placed in Level 7 after the level placement 

 

For students wishing to attend English-taught Undergraduate courses 

At least the following level of proficiency is required. 

a) TOEIC L&R 600  b)TOEFL iBT 54  c) TOEFL PBT 480  d) IELTS 4.5

4. Application 

Criteria - Applicants must be students from partner institutions. 

- Applicants must be nominated by their home institution. 

- Applicants must have completed at least 12 years of formal 

schooling. If not, applicants must be 18 years old or older at the start 

of the program and have passed an examination which proves that 

applicants have attained the same or higher academic level as 12 

years of formal schooling. 

- Applicants must not graduate from their home institution while they 

are enrolled in the program. 

- Applicants must have completed at least one year of study at their 

home institution by the time of studying at KUIS.

*Fees are applied to students under a special agreement (JPY 400,000+ / semester) Tuition

(approx. \70,000-150,000)

6. Student Support 

Scholarship All exchange students from our partner universities are eligible to 

receive a monthly scholarship. Students need to meet the 

requirements to receive it. 

Housing Exchange students can stay in an off-campus dormitory or apartment 

of an affiliated company. Details will be provided for accepted students 

by Student Services Division. 

In principle, the rent for the whole semester has to be paid in a lump. 

Airport Pickup Student volunteer group will take exchange students to their 

accommodation. Exchange students need to pay for the public 

transportation. 

Interaction with 

KUIS Students 

Exchange students can join an interaction activity offered by students 

called Kaedemate, who are interested in multicultural interaction. 

Various other interaction opportunities will be offered. 

Campus Facilities Exchange students can use campus facilities as the same as local 

students.
